WASHINGTON, July 4 (UP)—The
war '-'fi§1 lave cost the United States the
staggering sum of $112,300,000,000 by
the end of next year, o compilation of
slatistics  shows here,  Britain's  total
Fexpenditure will  have . reached
£58,200,000,0040,

By December, 1944, the United
Mations  will have spent more than
5500,000,000,000 since Hitler rose 1o
power in Germany—even il the present
rale of war expenditure docs nol increase,
according to the statistics.

Al present the United Stales iz bearing
roughly half the total cost of the war for
the Allies, becapse it is in a position to
do 50, :

Some idea of the United States’ colossal
financial war effort may be gained from
the Fact that the amount :lppmprmliml
for the war through the fiscal year which
ended June 30 was 54,000,000,000 greater
‘than the U.5. Government spent from ils
founding in 1789 to the end of June, 1932,

280 Million a Day

Congress lnst week approved the appro-
priation of an additional $100,000,000,000
for war purposes during the next fiseal
year. Last month the Uniled States
spent an average of 5280400000 a day
for carrying on_the war.

Between 1940 and 1943 the United
States’ contribution of 5112 300,000,000
in the fight against the Axis compares

£233,000,000,000 by the rest of the

“The War Department rates the Mary-
land State Guard the best in the states, but
we have nothing to compare with the
Home Guard,” said Gen. Mohr yesterday
in London. “And we never will be able to
do a real job until we follow Britain's
example—make service in the Siate
Guard compulsory and let the War De-
partment control induction, training and
organization in every state.”

Gen, Mohr, former 29th Infantry Divi-
sion surgeon who served in the Medical
Corps during the Mexican Border cam-
paign and World. War I, said manpower
for the State Guard could be drawn from
those now exempt from regular military
service because of dependents, health and
vital defense jobs, Since service in the
state puard is only part-time, he points
oul, men would be able to continue civi-
lian work and train jn their free time.

Thousands of troops, now deféending
America’s domestic security, could be re-
leased for overseas combat duoly and
replaced by the State Guard if the lutter
were trained along the lines of the Home
Guard, Gen. Mohr said,

Accompanied by Li. Col. N, C. Tay-
man and Maj. K. L. Fitzsimmons, his
chief of stalf and brigade adjutant, Gen,
Maolir witnessed Home Guard muneuvers
in England and Scotland, visited men at
work during the day and weré impressed
with the training, equipment and morale
of every unit.

Unlike the Home Guard, the Stafe
Guatd is made up of unpaid volunteers
who meet once a week and atlend a
regular Army camp for iwo weeks
annually. The MNational Guard Bureau
of the War Department has transferred
some uniforms and equipment, while
many states have appropriated funds for
their own units, but in some cases the
men themselves have contributed money
for equipment, Gen, Mohr stated. Al
present (he State Guard is taking part in
the defense of some bridges, waterworks,
electrical installations and other military
tarzets of potentiol saboleurs.

“The intentions of ail have been ex-
emplary,” said Gen. Mohr, “but the
results have not been lao satisfactory.”
