PEARL HARBOR, Dec. 7—Heavy
allacks by a strong carmier force agains
the Japanese-controlled Marshall Islands
were continuing today, adding weight to
the strong beliel that  powerful 1.5,
forces were invading the strategic island
group. in the Central Pacific just two
years after the crippling Jap blow on
Pearl Harbor,

Only terse details of the attacks were
given by Adm, Chester Mimitz, com-
mander-in-chief of the Pacific fleet, 1n a
closely  guarded  statement: YBlrong
carrier task forces attacked the Marshall
Islands on Dec. 4. Due to necessity for
radio silence, details are unavailable.'”

Landing operations were not referred
ter in the official announcement, but there
wias a beliel in many quarters—particu-
larly after the heavy poupdings @ the
Marshalls have received in the last two
weeks—ithat the actual invasion day would
take place on Dec. 7.

Early vesterday morning the Japs
announced an alr attack at Wortje, in
the Marshalls, the principal fortified base
2.000 miles from Hawait and 635 miles
due south of Wake lsland,

An editorial said that the tri-power con-
clave and ifs complete azreement meant
the end of Germany's hopes of winning
the political side of the war.

It was assumed in Cairo that the Allies
and Turkey now had fully coordinated
plans fFor any eventuvality, including the
opening of the Dardanelles as a supply
route to Russia, o move which would
directly link the Allicd and Russian fronts
for the first time.

Use of Airfields Discussed?

The uze of Turkish airfields and supply
routes by the Allies was not mentioned
in the communigoe, but they were helisved
to have been discussed at the Turkish
conferences with the Allied general staffs.

There was little doubt that the three
Allied  powers gave Torkey military
BESUTANCes, im:'lucliﬂg 1 pledee to defend
the Dardanelles against German attack.

Thus Turkey's bold alignment with the
United Mations pointed sharply toward
great new wventures from the southeast
which could compel Hitler o either
abandon his Balkan (reasure houze or
fight there with heavy forces he can dll
alford o spare from east and west.
