ATHENS, Dec. 7 (AP)-—Blasting
their wav from house o house with
tommy-guns, British paratroops late
today were clearing oul principal
ELAS (Greek resistance) strongpoints
among the ruins of the Acropolis, while
sporadic sniping flared vp agin in other
sections of Athens.

The undeclared civil war, in which
British troops afe battling on the side of
Premier Georges Papandreou's govern-
ment forces, grew more intense doring
the day. Maj, Gen, Ronalds M. Scobue,
British commander, announced that field
artillery had been in action in some areas,

RAF fighters bazed in Greece joined
ihe battle, strafing resistance columns at
roaftop level, :

{Rewer reported thaf the food situa-
tion was steadily worsening. Sailings of
food ships for Greece from lialian and
Esyptian ports has been cancelled.)

Stettinius Quiet
On Troop Use

WASHINGTON, Dec. 7 [AP)—
Edward R. Stettinius Jr., U5, searetary
of state, today issted another statement
reaffirming . the American ““‘hands ol
policy with  resard to Greeoe. While
ormally indossing British Prime Mingster
Churchil’s declaration thai  the Greeks
would have complete frecdom 1o form
lcitl'u:r a Rightist or Leflist povernment,
Stettinius paintedly  failed to indorse
Churchill’s statement thar Brtish tpoops
would be used [0 prevent formation of
“n Communist dictatorship in Greece.”

When reporters bombarded Stettinius
with requests to expand his statement, he
declined, except to  indicate that his
declaration was - pol  being  conveved
officially to the British zovernmenl.

Three thousand U5, Army servicemen
will goon special duty next Tuesday,
helping  British workmen: repair bomb
damagze and builld temporary housing
shelters in the London area.  They will
be drawn from the Corps of Enzineérs
and othér units.

The cost of paying, transporting and
feeding these saldier-laborers will be
borne by the US, Army. Their special
duty will 1ast for an unspecified time and
their services will be controlled by the
British Ministry of Works.

Announcement of the LS, Army aid
was made in Parliament vesterday by
Duncan Sandys, new British minister of
works, and was greeled by cheers. A
more detailed report was made in o press
release by the Minisiry of Works,

The announceiment said major -details
of the plan were arranzed at a conference
between British and American officialy
last Sunday, and Sandys said Gen. Eisen-
hower had approved the scheme,

The soldiers, many of them members
of the building trades in civilian life,
will work under Army officers and non-
coms. They will be organized into Lhree
battalions for the project.
