She has lost an empire: There are large
paps “in the ranks of the 6,000,000
bayonets of which Mussolini liked to
boast; she has lost thousands of air-
planes,; and a naval [orce that included a
battleship, 13 croisers, 13 destroyers and
many smaller craflt.

This is the story of Italy's rise and fall
a3 a warring nation from the days of the
Spanish war:

Just over 40,000 Italian volunteers
went to Spain after war broke out there
in 1936. They learned, with the Germans,
the lesson of modern’ war.

Three wvears later, on Good Friday,
1939, the Fascist sledge-hammer cracked
apen Albania, and the country was occu-
pied without serious opposition.

The following May Mussolini and
Hitler signed their 10-year pact, pledging
mutual support if either was involved in
A War,

Italy Stabs France

Then, on June 10, with France reeling
helplessly before the German onslaught,
Mussolini stabbed France in the back in
the hope of peiting some spoils out of
what was o German victory, Moving into
gouthern France, Italian troops crossed
the Maritime Alps, where they were op-
posed by the small French forces which
could Be spared to defend that pare of
the froniier,

Then Marshal Grazani's army crossed
the Egyptian frontice, and the Iralians
occupied British Somaliland shortly afier
the Britigh had evacoated it.

So far Taly's war had been almost
bloodless.
